Reduce paper usage by printing on both
sides, using digital files, or implementing
paper-free days.

Provide opportunities to teleconference
rather than travel when possible.

Repair and update old equipment before
replacing it. When it must go, research
donation or eco-friendly disposal
options.

Turn electronics off when not in use,
enable auto-sleep options to save
energy.

STAFF EMPOWERMENT

Donate a percentage of your employees'
time to volunteer in community projects.
Create a Green Team of dedicated staff
who will lead sustainability initiatives.
Give incentives and recognition for staff
contributions.

Post reminders around facility for staff
and customers to turn off lights when
not in use.

Encourage recycling by providing
recycling stations. Collect hard-to-
recycle materials like office supplies to
send to appropriate recycling facilities.
Demonstrate commitment to
sustainability at every level.

Conduct an energy audit to identify
efficiency improvements. Replace
equipment with energy efficient options.
Switch to a renewable utility provider.
